County Historical Society, and lived in McElhattan. Shoemaker was a writer,
historian, diplomat, and publisher, and was responsible for many of the

monuments that still stand today. He was Pennsylvania’s first official folklorist,

s writing over twenty books about local legends and mysteries. He died in 1958,
and 1s buried in Highland Cemetery.
